Distinguishing the bankruptcy system from judicial settlement system
Bankruptcy and judicial settlement are distinct legal systems
*bankruptcy in a way of collective execution on the money of the debtor who
has stopped paying his debts, as for judicial settlement; it is a way of preventing
of execution on the money of the debtor who has stopped paying his debts
The hand of the debtor who is declared bankrupt is restricted to disposing of his
present and future funds, while the hand of the debtor who is accepted in the
judicial settlement is not tied, so he remains on top of his business

Bankruptcy does not aim at conciliation, while the primary objective of judicial

settlement is conciliation
