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Elements of crime
In order for a complete crime to be committed the law requires that its three
elements be present: legal pillar, material pillar and moral pillar

Legal pillar: it is the first element upon which criminal behavior is based,
which requires the presence of a legal text that criminalizes the committed act in
accordance with the principal of criminal legality

Moral pillar: it is one of the element of the crime and has two forms which
are criminal intent and third party plan

Material pillar: it must be present to commit and attempt the crime
