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Definition of general criminal law

It is a set of legal rules that define crimes and the penalties that result from their
commission .it seeks to establish rules of behavior that achieve security in
society by establishing criminal rules that prohibit patterns of behavior that
would threaten society with harm and cause social disorder
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Content of criminal law

General criminal law : a set of rules that define the general rules and principles
that govern the criminal law as a whole , including the general elements of crime
that is a set of abstract rules that define the types of crimes in general and divide
them according to the seriousness of their penalties into felonies misdemeanors
and violations .

Private criminal law: special provisions for every existing crime committed,
such as murder, theft, forgery, ect. If the general criminal law specifies for us the
elements of the crime in general, then the special law specifies for us the legal
element of the crime of murder, for example as well as its material and moral
element
