It 1s divided into three bodies

1 — legislative authority: is one of the most important authorities
existing in the state .its name varies from one state to another which
may be called parliament, congress, or representative council one of
its important power is the legal rules of the state .

2 — Executive authority: means all employees who participate in
implementing laws, starting from the head of state until the last
employee in the state’s administrative ladder

3- The judicial authority : the third authority in the state and
enjoys specifity in terms of organization and jurisdiction.
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The concept of one Council

It means that the legislative authority is assumed by one council so
that it is one homogeneous body in terms of composition, and its
organization is not characterized by diversity in the legal foundations
on which it is based .a one system is often processed like elections
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Bicameral system

It has been customary to call the second council the supreme council
even if its power is less than those of the first council .which is called
the lower council perhaps this 1s due to the aristocratic nature of this
council in Britain which is a country with a naked parliamentary
system. the adoption of the two chamber system is due either to
historical reasons as is the case with the British house of lords, or
reasons related to the fatalist form of the state as happened in the
united states of America with the creation of the senate to reconcile
the views of the mini states participated in the union may be due to
comparison or weighting of advantages

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Types of rights

Individual enjoy many and varied rights that are divided into political
and civil rights

1 — Political rights

They are granted to individuals as a member of specific political
group to enable him to participate in the governance of this group or
to contribute to the management of its affairs such as the right to vote
to right to run for office and the right to hold public office .these laws
are regulated by public law especially constitutional law which is why
these rights are also called constitutional rights. These rights are the
duty and right of every person as they are the rights that citizens enjoy
rather than foreigners. Nationality is the criterion for establishing
these rights and they are corresponding to duties such as the duty of
national service, defense of the homeland and loyalty to it.

Characteristics of political rights
- It 1s limited to citizens only
- The political rights of citizens are not established absolutely

- Political rights are not based on money they are non-pecuniary rights
that cannot be disposed or waived.
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2 — civil rights

It is called civil to distinguished from political rights ,as it differs from
it because it 1s enjoyed by both citizens and foreigners alike it is
divided into

a- General civil rights: known as personal rights or human rights
which are established for a person as one of the components of
his personality and humanity .such as the right to freedom and
life. Protecting his physical integrity maintaining the right to
equality before the law and the right to litigation

b- Special civil rights : it is divided into two parts
*Family rights
*Financial rights: they are divided into real rights, personal
rights, and mental rights
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The economic activity
Economic activity consists of a set of elements including:

1 — production: since economic recourses does not exist in a state that
makes them suitable for direct satisfaction, human effort must
intervene through production, which is the human effort made to
transform resources in a way that makes them capable of satisfying
needs that is capable of benefit in a way that ensures a relationship
between the elements of production and the outcome of production
through the combination of different factors of production

2 — Consumption: is the use of goods and services with the intention
of directly satisfying needs in order to achieve benefit .consumption




may be private to satisfy individual’s needs or general to satisfy public
needs.

3 — Distribution: if the production process produces goods and
services and achieves added value it is distributed among producers in
a form of wages, benefit and certain shares

4 — Saving: is the part of the interior that is not spent on consumption
and therefore postpones consumption. Saving may be individual or
governmental and is affected by economic factors such as: level of
income and the state’s policy in the field of taxes

5 — Investment: means adding to the country productive wealth so
that it can be used in the coming periods and consist of capital and the
stock of goods facilities and machinery
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Economic laws

Human always seeks to discover and understand the laws that govern
the phenomena surrounding him in order to use them to secure and
meet his needs. these needs are the necessary and fundamental
relationship that exist between the processes that occurs in economic
life. These laws are characterized by a set of characteristics

- It is distinguished by its objective nature and the human role in
developing and discovering it




- The level and degree of realization of economic law
- It is distinguished by its transitional historical character
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Sources of islamic legislation

1 — the Quran : the word of god revealed to our master Muhammad
may god bless him and grant him peace through Gabriel peace be
upon him in the clear Arabic language worshiped through its
miraculous recitation of its wording and meaning conveyed to us in
frequent transmission beginning with surat el fatiha and ending with
surat el nas .

2 —sunnah: what has been traced on the authority of the prophet may
god bless him and grant him peace in terms of words actions and
statements moral or ethical characteristics , or conduct whether it was
after or before the mission

3- consensus: agreement of the scholars of the nation of Muhammad
peace be upon him regarding a matter in an era other than the era of
the messenger




4 — Analogy: reaction to the original in the ruling with a reason that
unites them and is divided into three sections: significance analogy,

cause analogy and suspicion analogy
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Types of political Systems :

Individual government system: this system is characterized by the
fact that the supreme authority in the state is represented or exercised
by one person who is called the king, sultan, price, or emperor .he
remains in power throughout his life as he derives his authority
through authority inheritance or based on theoretic theories

Republican system of government: is the system in which head of
state 1s elected for a specific period and is called the president of the
republic .the method of electing the president varies from one country
to another

The system of allegiance in Islam: Islam is a religion and state .some
jurists believe that the Quran explicitly stipulates the obligation of the
group to establish a state and the necessity of establishing a body from
within the Islamic community to assume the authority of command
and prohibition which is the authority of rule.
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Legal actions

Legal action is every will that tends to produce a legal effect and it
may be done with two wills and this is the contract or it may be done
with one will and this is the single will. Legal action is the direction of
the will to arrange legal effects intended by people that 1s the
availability of the will that the law takes into consideration

Types of legal action

Legal actions are divided into two basic parts: the contract and the
individual will

1 — contract: is an agreement under which a person or several people
commit to another person or several people by granting, doing or not
doing something .contracts are divided into several divisions
.sometimes they are based on the formation of the contract so they are
divided into a consensual contract, real contract, and sometimes they
are based on the consequences of the contract are divided into a
contact binding on both sides and a contract binding on one side




2 — Single will: it is the will of one person and it differs in this from a
contract that is based on the identity of two wills as it is a legal act by
one side and may lead to the cancellation of a personal right
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The use of right

It is a power transferred o the holder of the right and it is the function
prescribed for the right .which is essentially social function .law does
not protect the right unless it is adheres to the limits of this function

The use of the right can be defined as a function that the law
establishes for the right and protects it providing that it does not
insisting on others.

Forms of using right according to material standard

1 — Total use and partial use: total use means the enjoyment of
the right holder with all the power transferred to him .but in partial use
the right holder enjoy a single element of right

2 — The legitimate use and the unlawful use of the right :
legitimate use is to exercise the right within the limits permitted by
law , where the right is considered legitimate when the owner used it
legally .as for the illegal use of the right it occurs be exercising the
right in a manner not permitted by law

Forms of using the right according to organic standard

1 — Direct use of the right: where it means the personal exercise
of the right by force of law when it comes to special types of the right
such as rights inherent of the personality

2 - Indirect use of the right: it occurs through the exercise of it by
others. A third party means every person who exercises the power to
use it in place of the right holder

The economic problem




Economic problem in economy causes the multiplicity of hulan needs
and their continuous increases in the light of scarcity and limit
economic recourses available that are used to satisfy those needs

If these means are not assumed to be infinite it follows that —the
resources available in society is not sufficient to meet these needs ,
which forces to economize on use recourses .hence the economic
problem arises , which is the problem of scarcity the subject of
political economy that is the scarcity of goods and services that satisfy
the desire of individuals
