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15. Constitutional Interpretation:

« Definition: Process of determining meaning and scope of

constitutional texts.
« Methods: Literal, purposive, historical, systematic interpretation.

« Competent Bodies: Constitutional courts, constitutional councils.
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16. Constitutional Immunity:

« Definition: Special protection for certain persons or institutions

from regular legal proceedings.
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« Types: Parliamentary immunity, presidential immunity, judicial

immunity.

Scope: Immunity limits and lifting procedures.
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17. Binding Constitutional Conventions:

Definition: Unwritten rules with binding force in the constitutional

system.

Conditions: Repetition, belief in obligation, non-violation of

constitution.

Examples: Government formation traditions, relations between

authorities
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18. Constitutional Vacuum:

. Definition: Absence of constitutional text regulating a specific

issue.

Treatment: Judicial interpretation, interpretation, constitutional

amendment.

Effects: Legal and political instability.
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19. Constitutional Balance:

Definition: State of harmony and equilibrium between

constitutional powers and institutions.
Elements: Mutual oversight, cooperation, distribution of powers.

Importance: Preventing dominance of one authority over another.
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20. Constitutional Dispute:

. Definition: Disagreement over interpretation or application of

constitutional texts.
« Parties: Public authorities, constitutional institutions.

« Resolution Mechanisms: Constitutional judiciary, constitutional

arbitration.
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Constitutional Document:

Definition: Official text containing fundamental constitutional rules.

Content: Rights and freedoms, organization of powers,

amendment mechanisms.

Legal Value: Highest rank in legal system.
