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Independent Administrative
Authorities (IAAs): Bodies
established by statute, independent

from government hierarchy.
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Regulatory State: A system
emphasizing regulation by
specialized agencies rather than

public ownership.
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Reasons for Establishment: To
ensure impartiality, involve
professionals, and enhance

efficiency in sensitive fields.
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Independence: Organizational,
financial, and operational autonomy
ensuring impartiality and effective

decision—making.
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Quasi—Autonomous Non-
Governmental Organizations
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independent bodies for public

service tasks.
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Impartiality: Guarantees that
decisions are free from political or

administrative bias.
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Professionalism: Ensuring expertise
in drafting rules and regulations for

technical fields.
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Efficiency: Achieving optimal
performance compared to traditional

administrative or judicial systems.
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Examples from Algeria: Supreme
Media Council (1990), Competition
Council (1995), Regulatory Authority
(2000).
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Advantages: Neutral oversight,
enhanced expertise, and

responsiveness to changing needs.
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
