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Inheritance system

In the first stage of the old kingdom the deceased money went to his
legitimate children and was distributed equally among them, in the
absence of heirs the money went to the wife with the beginning of the
fifth dynasty, the inheritance was extended to brothers and sisters ,
with illegitimate children being prevented from it .during the middle




kingdom the most correct children inherited professions and crafts so
they feared their fathers in the fields ,factories and jobs

The division of money between the legitimate children although it was
always fixed ,was not equal .the estate was transferred to the eldest
son who managed it for the benefits of his brothers ,if he died it
passed to the eldest brother but the bokoris law eliminated this
privilege and divided the inheritance equally between boys and girls
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Crimes and punishment system

Punishment in Mesopotamian laws were characterized by extreme
cruelty and inequality

1 — Crimes against persons : the code of Hammurabi established the
principle of retribution for crimes against persons .

* Murder or harm to an organ




2 — Crimes against property : laws stipulates crimes aginst public or
private property in general the death penalty is punishable by death in
many tests

* Penalties prescribed for negligence causing damage

The code f Hammurabi did not differentiate between criminal and
civil liability as with regard to construction for example the texts
mentioned several possibilities for the collapse of a building and
exposed the building to a multiple penalties such as his obligation to

rebuild at his expense

As for the doctor whose negligence in treating a patient led to damage
one o his organs or death he shall be punished .the doctor may cut off
his hand if the victim is free and the doctor is obligated to compensate
if the victim is a slave
