1s an open network. The consumer does not have the opportunity to verify the

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The concept of consumer in Algerian legislation

The Algerian legislator, during its stages of development in the field of ensuring
consumer protection kept pace like others with the development of the consumer
protection movement in the world especially after the economic openness that
Algeria adopted. the term consumer did not have a specific definition in the
previous law rather the term buyer prevailed .the Algerian legislator contented
himself with setting mechanisms and general rules to protect him.

Later, the Algerian legislator adopted the first legal definition of the term
consumer and defined it as follow: he is every person who acquires for free a
specific product or service for intermediate or final use to satisfy his personal
needs or the need of another person or an animal that he takes care of
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Scope of application of consumer protection and fraud suppression

The issue of determining the scope of application of the consumer protection
and fraud suppression law is of great importance especially since it combines
both the functional and the penal nature .it has a functional nature as it aims to




protect a specific category which is the category of consumer against another
category which is the category of professionals. it is also of a penal nature as it
imposes penal penalties when violating its provisions which makes defining the
scope of application of this law necessary to determine the scope of the
criminalization contained in it .therefore controlling the scope of application in
its various dimensions achieves legal security for people through their
knowledge in advance and in a controlled manner of the legal rules that govern
their relationships
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Advantages of electronic commerce

-There is no use of exchanged paper documents used in conducting and
executing commercial transactions

-Saving traditional communication coasts such as mail ,telephone, and fax
-Reduce transportation and storage time to a minimum

-Providing brokers’ commissions from exporters ,importers , wholesalers
retailers and agents traders that sometimes report in traditional trade

-It saves a lot of advertising expanses as one ad that will be published on the
internet is enough to cover the entire market
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Types of e- commerce




1 direct distribution: it takes place between the producer or distributor and the
final consumer of the product and payment is made through credit cards or
digital account

2 — Trade between companies: dealing between companies from the business
sector and payment is made through direct transfer, digital account or electronic

banks

3 — Trade from the government to individuals allows the government to deal

directly with the consumer such as renewing car licenses

4 — Trade from government to forks: allows to government to deal with
companies such as the commercial registry system for companies and
government supervisions of insurance companies
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Principles and foundations on which the bankruptcy system is
based

- Bankruptcy is from the public system

- restraining the debtor from managing and disposing of his money
- achieving equality between creditor

- Judicial authority supervision of bankruptcy procedures

- criminalizing bankruptcy
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Types of bankruptcy

Bankruptcy is divided into two main types voluntary and involuntary
bankruptcy .

Involuntary bankruptcy: includes simple bankruptcy which is the
situation when a debtor stops paying his debts for a reason that has
nothing to do with him which leads to his bankruptcy being declared

*voluntary bankruptcy: it results from the debtor negligence or
fraud that is by his will .they are considered a crime punishable by the
legislator .it includes negligent bankruptcy which represents a case of
a merchant who has stopped paying his debts due to negligence on his
part or due to mistakes he committed and fraudulent bankruptcy which
represents the case of a merchant who has stopped paying his
outstanding debts.
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The field of applying competition law in terms of persons

Private law persons:

Merchant: a natural or legal person who carries out a commercial
business and uses it as his own business

Commercial companies: a contract whereby two or more natural
persons on undertake to contribute to a joint activity by providing a
share of works, money, or cash .

Associations : they bring together natural person on a contractual
basis for a specific or indefinite period .

The craftsman and craft institutions every natural person
registered in the register of traditions industries and crafts
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Business crimes that belong to basic penal code

The crime of breach of trust: it is one of the crimes against property
.And it is anyone who embezzles and squanders in bad faith
commercial papers , money, goods, securities, receipts or any other
documents that establish or prove an obligation or release that were
not delivered to him except as a lease or deposit or agency or
mortgage .

The crime of money laundering: is the transfer of funds concealing
their true nature or acquiring and possessing those funds with the
knowledge that they are derived from a drug crime. The Algerian
legislator defined it as the transfer of property with the perpetrator’s
knowledge that it is criminal proceeds .which concealing or disguising
th true nature or source of the property

Bankruptcy crimes in the field of companies it is considered an
unusual reason for its demise .in the event that a judicial settlement is
not reached leading to reconciliation between the company and the
creditors , the bankruptcy may be the result of fraud , deception
,negligence ,or improper conduct
