In its legal sense is a person’s obligation to do something upon himself either by
his will or by an obligation that was legislated for him. The things that a person
imposes on himself by choice or by his own will such as the seller’s obligation
to deliver the goods to the buyer or the buyer’s obligation to deliver the price to
the seller.
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Types of commitment
In terms of its entitlement to protection
Civil commitment: it consists of two elements:
Indebtedness: a relationship existing between two parties

Liability: legal protection through legal procedures




Natural obligation: consists of one element, indebtedness, which is Wright
recognized by the law but not protected.

In terms of implementation:

In-kind obligation: when the law requires a person to carry out exactly what he
has committed to doing, whoever commits to building a house for someone, is
obligated to carry out his obligation in kind

Counter obligation: the implementation of the obligation in exchange for
something other than what was agreed upon
