In-kind obligation: when the law requires a person to carry out exactly what he

It is a set of legal rules that apply to business and regulate the craft of trade .this
means that commercial law regulates only certain relationships. It arises as a
result of carrying out certain actions which are commercial businesses and the
activity of specific regulated. the word commerce , form a legal standpoint ,
includes a broader meaning than it does form sect. the sect of merchants is an
economic standpoint .as the letter means everything related to the circulation
and distribution of wealth. As from legal side trade includes production
processes so the manufacturer in the legal sense that we will discuss in this
regard is only a merchant.

General criminal law : a set of rules that define the general rules and principles
that govern the criminal law as a whole , including the general elements of crime
that is a set of abstract rules that define the types of crimes in general and divide
them according to the seriousness of their penalties into felonies misdemeanors
and violations .

Private criminal law: special provisions for every existing crime committed,
such as murder, theft, forgery, ect. If the general criminal law specifies for us the

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Definition of public international law

It is the set of legal rules that governs countries in their mutual relations or that
determine the rights and duties of each them by virtue of mutual dependence
among them. they find themselves pushed to establish relations among
themselves and these relations are inconceivable to be subject to the internal law
of one of the countries and there is no advocate except for international law to
be the one that his position is the guarantor of organizing these relationships
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Characteristics of public international law

* Characteristic of law= international law is considered a branch of law but it is
an aspect of jurisprudence. I mention this characteristic because there are no
three authorities that enact and implement laws

* International character= international law derived this character through its
regulation of relations between states

* General character = the generality that characterizes this law does not mean
the scope of its application because generality is one of the pillars of the legal
rule and not one of its characteristics
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Commitment charactiristics

*Commitment is a legal duty: it is different from moral or religious duties such
as the duty of cooperation between friends or neighbors on which the law has no
effect.

*Commitment is a duty of a financial nature: the subject of the obligation is a
financial performance dominated in the money of the obligation.

* A bond between two people: that is it has two parties a creditor and a debtor.
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Committment elements

The independness element: is the duty that falls on the debtor and requires him
to perform a certain performance for the benefit of another person .the creditor
where through indebtedness the debtors liability is considered occupied by a
specific debt.

Responsibility element: commitment is a legal duty that the state protects and
ensures its implementation by its authorities if the debtor refuses or
procrastinates in implementing his obligations the creditor may force him to do
SO
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Single will

It is not possible to create an obligation on behalf of others by a unilateral will
but a person can obligate himself by his unilateral will. It is a legal act by one
side capable of creating legal effects such as a binding offer a will, a promise a
reward and its differs from a contract that is based on the identical wills of two
different people .
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Contract :

It is the most famous and widespread source of commitment , and it is an
agreement under which one or several people commit to one or several other
people by granting , doing or not doing something .it is the agreement of two or
more wills to create a legal effect whether it is creating an obligation
transferring it ,amending it or terminating it .there are contracts that have a legal
effect so contracts of courtesies are excluded from this .for a person who invites
his friends to deliver him .this is not a contract of transfer and there are contracts
within the frame work of private law and thus contract are excluded from our
study .international contracts administrative contracts and contracts related to
financial transaction , thus resulting in the marriage contract .there are contracts
that have a legal effect and this does not include courtesy contracts as a person
inviting his friend to give him a ride that is not a transfer there are contracts
within the framework of private law and therefore international contracts
administrative contracts and contracts related to financial transactions are
excluded from our study and thus the marriage contract is excluded
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Prosecution in contracting

The principle in representation is that the person concludes the
contract himself and for his account and a person may conclude a
contract through another person acting in his behalf.

Representation is the substitution of the will of a specific person
called the representative in place of the will of another person called
the principle in concluding a legal act such that its effect are directed
to the principal alone.




The importance of prosecution

- People who are unable to carry out their legal actions such as the
incapacitated and the imprisoned

- The possibility of representing a legal person through a
representative who expresses it

- people whose circumstances do not allow them to act as if they are
traveling , sick, or a defective person experience .

Types of prosecution

1 — Legal representation : in which the representative derives his
authority to contract directly from the law

2 — Judicial representation : in which the representatives derives his
authority from in contracting from the ruling of the judiciary such as
the trustee and receiver judicial.

3 — Cultural representation: the representative derives his authority
from the will of the principle in accordance with the agency contract .
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Definition of teritoriality principal

It means that the Algerian penal code applies to all crimes committed
at the level of the Algerian resign regardless of the nationality of the
perpetrator or the nationality of the victim and whatever the worthy
interest with protection

Universality principle

It leans that every state has a jurisdiction over any crime regardless of
the nationality of its perpetrator, the place of its occurrence or its
infringement of its interests provided that he is arrested before being
prosecuted in the state in which he is committed

In kind principle .

It means that the criminal law applies to every person holding a
foreign nationality committed abroad crime that affects the basic
interests of the state.
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The relationship of commercial law to other laws

1 — the relationship of commercial law to civil law civil law is considered a
general sharia because it is the general reference for all laws and to which we
return in case of the absence of special provisions in commercial law this is why
it is said that commercial law has not been completely independent from civil
law but rather has relative independence for example related issues contracts
unless they are regulated by a special texts within commercial law, perhaps the
most important impact of the civil law on commercial law is the interpretation
and establishment of commercial laws system.

2 — the relationship of commercial law to private international law: this
relationship arose with the state’s intervention in economic life through
organizing trade and exercising commercial activities according to a specific
economic plan such as concluding international trade agreements there for the
relationship between these two must be noted due to the diversity of commercial
rules for each state.

The relationship of commercial law to criminal law: criminal law contributes
to regulating various crimes and violations related to the practice of trade or that
are related to commercial activities such as the crime of impeachment ,imitation,
forgery , the prohibition of assaulting a trade name , the crime of issuing a check
without balance , the crime of false advertising .
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Marriage and divorce
First : marriage

1 — marriage: is the coupling of one thing to another and their coupling after
each of them was separate from the other ,including the coupling of a man and a
woman after they were separated .it is a contract that indicates the dissolution of
the relationship between a man and a women and their corporation and
determines the right and duties of both of them

2 — The importance of marriage
-preserving the human species in an honorable way
- achieving peace, comfort and affection between spouses
-fortifying oneself by fulfilling the sexual needs of both spouse
3 — the legal ruling of marriage:

- Obligatory marriage: it is obligatory for someone who is certain he will
fall into adultery and is able to marry and be just with his family




-permissible marriage: it is permitted if the person is moderate and does not
commit adultery if he does not marry

- forbidden marriage : is when the husband feels most likely that he will be
unfair to his wife if he marries .however if the husband is unable to provide
support and is certain that he will definitely be wronged by his family then his
marriage is forbidden

Elements of marriage contract
Corner of consent : marriage is concluded by exchanging the consent of both
Corner of the subject : husband and wife
Condition of marriage according to the Algerian legislation
Marriage eligibility —dowry-guardian —two witnesses
Lack of legal impediments to marriage
Second: divorce
1 — Divorce: dissolution of the marriage contract between the spouses .

The marriage contract is dissolved by divorce which is concluded by the will of
the husband or by mutual consent of the spouses or by the wife’s request within
the limits of the law

2 — Ruling of divorce : the basic principle regarding divorce is that it is disliked
because it entails denying the blessing of marriage which is a sunnah and among
the negative consequences it reflects on the children in particular and it is
subject to the five shria ruling according to each case : prohibition , desirability,
obligation, detestation ,and permissibility .

3- Elements of divorce

- The formula: means everything about wanting a divorce verbally,written or
by gesture

- intention : this includes the divorce of one who is joking, mistaken, forgets,
and the forgetful person

- divorced women : who is in a valid marriage

-divorced man: valid from every sane adult husband
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
