Minor : A person who has not reached the age of 18 years old, is
considered a minor. The system of criminal responsibility varies according
to age: if the minor is under 13 years old, they are not subject to
prosecution and benefit from assistance and educational measures.
However, if the minor is between 13 and 18 years old, they may be subject
to a criminal sentence.
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Dismissal without further action: a decision made by the public

prosecutor, based on the principle of prosecutorial discretion, temporarily
setting aside the initiation of public prosecution.
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Public prosecution: an action brought before a criminal court concerning

the imposition of penalties on the perpetrator of an offense. Even though
the civil party may initiate it, the public prosecutor always carries it out.
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Judicial police: officers of the national police, the gendarmerie, and other
specifically designated individuals tasked with the mission of detecting
criminal offenses, collecting evidence, identifying offenders, and, once a
judicial investigation is opened, carrying out investigative tasks delegated
by the investigating judge.
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Chamber of indictment: a division of the court that rules on appeals
against orders or decisions issued during the course of a judicial
investigation. It also acts as a disciplinary jurisdiction for judicial police
officers and agents, and handles matters such as judicial rehabilitation,
judicial settlement, and the resolution of conflicts between investigating
judges
