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United Nation :is an international organization established in 1945 after
World War Il to promote peace, security, human rights, social and
economic development, and cooperation among member states. It is
composed of member countries that work together to address global
challenges and foster diplomacy.
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Universal Declaration of Human Rights: (UDHR): refers to a document
or set of principles that outlines the fundamental human rights and
freedoms to which all individuals are entitled, regardless of nationality,
ethnicity, or religion. The most widely recognized version of this is the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights adopted by the United Nations in
1948.
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Diplomatic protection: efers to the legal protection that a state provides

to its nationals when they face harm or injustice in another country. This
protection involves the state taking diplomatic or legal action on behalf of
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its citizen, often through diplomatic channels or international legal bodies,
to ensure their rights are upheld.
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Free press: refers to the independence and freedom of media and
journalism from government censorship, political pressure, or corporate
control. It is the principle that journalists and media outlets have the right
to report news, express opinions, and share information without fear of
reprisal, interference, or legal consequences.
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International Amnesty Organization: is a global human rights
organization that works to protect individuals from human rights abuses
and promote justice, freedom, and equality. Founded in 1961, it is non-
governmental and operates in more than 150 countries, campaigning to
end violations such as torture, unfair imprisonment, and discrimination.
