69. Arbitration Agreement (o S| 4.5L55/)

Definition: A contract between parties to submit a dispute to arbitration.
Example: The arbitration agreement between the two companies stipulates that
any disputes arising from the contract will be resolved through arbitration

rather than litigation.

70. International Court of Justice (IC]) (Jiat/ iJ9 )| LoS=l/)

Definition: The principal judicial organ of the United Nations, which settles
legal disputes between states.

Example: The International Court of Justice (ICJ) recently ruled on a territorial

dispute between two countries, setting a legal precedent for similar cases in the

future.

71. Arbitral Tribunal (dceSei)] 1e52L/)

Definition: A panel of arbitrators responsible for resolving disputes through
arbitration.

Example: The arbitral tribunal rendered its final decision, bringing an end to the
long-standing commercial dispute between the two parties.

72. Enforcement (i)

Definition: The process of ensuring compliance with a decision or order, often
through legal means.
Example: The successful enforcement of the arbitral award required the seizing

of certain assets to satisfy the monetary judgment.
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73. Investment Treaty Arbitration ( ,Leiiu¥] & ialaoe g oSzi])

Definition: The process by which disputes between a foreign investor and a host
state are resolved under an investment treaty.

Example: Investment treaty arbitration has become a common method for
resolving disputes arising from cross-border investments, providing a neutral

forum for resolution.
