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Secured creditor: a creditor who, by virtue of the nature of their personal
right, is entitled to receive payment before other creditors and benefits
from a priority ranking established by law.
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Right of pursuit: a right allowing the mortgagee or privileged creditor to

seize the property securing the debt, regardless of whose hands it is in,
including those of a third-party purchaser
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Possession: the actual control exercised over a tangible thing, coupled
with the possessor's intention to exercise a real right over it.
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Right of use: a principal real right, constituting a dismemberment of

ownership, which grants its holder the right to use the property to meet
their own needs and those of their family
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The jurisdiction of a court is its capacity to adjudicate a case.
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Judgment: a general term used to refer to any decision made by a judge.
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Contradictory judgment: is a decision rendered in the presence of the
parties, after they have been heard in an adversarial manner.
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Investigation: It is the investigation ordered and conducted by the judge,

which may be ordered concerning facts that can be established by
witness testimony.
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Appeal: The law provides the possibility of submitting a case that has

already been judged to a second review, by allowing a higher court to
revise the decision of the lower court.
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Political system: is the framework of institutions, laws, practices, and
organizations through which a society organizes and manages its public
affairs and decision-making processes. It typically involves the
distribution of power among different branches of government, political
parties, and interest groups, and it defines the relationship between the
government and the citizens.
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Judicial power: the authority responsible for applying the rules of law to
specific cases.
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Government: is the institutional structure through which political
authority is exercised over a population within a defined territory. It
encompasses the mechanisms, processes, and organizations responsible
for making, implementing, and enforcing laws and public policies. A
government typically consists of three main branches: the executive,
which enforces laws; the legislative, which makes laws; and the judiciary,
which interprets laws. Governments may take various forms—demaocratic,
authoritarian, monarchy, etc.—depending on how power is acquired and
exercised.
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Local collectivities: are legal entities governed by public law that
originate from the principle of territorial decentralization. They have
administrative and financial autonomy, allowing them to manage local
affairs independently, within the framework of national laws.
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Immunity: refers to a legal exception that prevents a person from being
prosecuted or convicted due to their professional or political status. It is
granted by law and aims to protect certain individuals, such as elected
officials or diplomats, in the exercise of their functions.
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Political economy: is the study of how economic theory and methods
influence and are influenced by political structures, policies, and
institutions. It examines the relationship between governments,
individuals, markets, and the distribution of wealth and power.
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Economic systems: are the frameworks or structures that define how
resources, goods, and services are organized and distributed within a
particular society. These systems vary in the way production and
distribution are managed, and are influenced by government policies,
societal ideologies, and market demands.
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Socialism: is an economic and social theory and ideology that seeks to
organize society in a way where the means of production (such as factories,
land, and natural resources) are owned by the state or the community as a
whole, instead of private individuals. This system aims to eliminate
exploitation and achieve equality and well-being for all citizens.
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Capitalism: is an economic system that encourages individual initiative
and investment, and relies on free competition between individuals and
companies. Prices, production, and distribution are determined according
to market forces, and the role of the state is generally limited to protecting
property and regulating laws.
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Economic Globalization: The process through which economic ties

between countries increase, including international trade, capital
movement, and technology.

Islamic Sharia: it includes the rulings that regulate a person's relationship

with Allah, with others, with society, and with themselves.
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Sunnah : Everything that has been reported from the Prophet Muhammad
% - including his sayings, actions, approvals, and his moral or physical
characteristics - and it is considered the second source of Islamic
legislation after the Holy Qur’an.
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Qiyas: It is the use of reasoning to derive a legal ruling for a new issue
(whose ruling is not explicitly mentioned in the Qur’an or Sunnah) based
on its similarity to another issue that has a known ruling, due to a shared
underlying cause between them.
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Istishab: (legal presumption of continuity): is the adherence to a
previously established legal ruling and considering it to remain in effect in
the present, as long as there is no evidence indicating a change.
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Ijma : The unanimous agreement of all qualified scholars (mujtahideen)
of the Muslim Ummah in a particular era on a specific legal ruling after
the death of the Prophet Muhammad .
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Research methods: is "legal methods" or "methods of legal analysis."
This refers to the structured approaches and techniques used by legal
professionals, scholars, or courts to interpret and apply the law. It includes
various approaches to solving legal issues, analyzing cases, and
interpreting statutes, regulations, and case law.
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Steps of scientific research: refers to the structured stages or phases
involved in legal research, learning, and analysis. These steps guide
students or professionals through the process of studying and applying
legal principles.
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Research tools: are the means or techniques used by the researcher to
collect and analyze data and draw conclusions during the scientific

research process. These tools vary depending on the type of research and
scientific field, but they all aim to facilitate the process of discovering
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knowledge and achieving the research objectives with accuracy and

reliability.
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Scientific research problems: are the issues or questions that the
researcher encounters during the scientific research process, which need
to be addressed or solved through data collection and analysis. These
problems represent the foundation from which the research starts and
define its goal, as they are either gaps in current knowledge or difficulties
faced in the practical application in a specific field.
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Scientific research results: They are the conclusions or data reached after
analyzing the data and information collected during the study.
