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Jurisdiction: the quality recognized to an organization that,
independently, makes decisions that have the nature of a judgment and are
binding with the authority of res judicata.
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Action to stop new construction: a legal action by which the possessor
requests the halt of new works (or constructions.
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Rights of the defense: a procedure that allows the defendant to protect
their rights during a trial.
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Proceedings: a series of procedural acts from the filing of a legal claim to

the judgment; its initiation creates a specific legal relationship between the
parties: the procedural bond.
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Opposition outside the proceedings: any person who has an interest may

file a third-party opposition against a judgment or ruling in which they
were not a party.
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Minor : A person who has not reached the age of 18 years old, is
considered a minor. The system of criminal responsibility varies according
to age: if the minor is under 13 years old, they are not subject to
prosecution and benefit from assistance and educational measures.
However, if the minor is between 13 and 18 years old, they may be subject
to a criminal sentence.
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Dismissal without further action: a decision made by the public

prosecutor, based on the principle of prosecutorial discretion, temporarily
setting aside the initiation of public prosecution.
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Public prosecution: an action brought before a criminal court concerning

the imposition of penalties on the perpetrator of an offense. Even though
the civil party may initiate it, the public prosecutor always carries it out.
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Judicial police: officers of the national police, the gendarmerie, and other
specifically designated individuals tasked with the mission of detecting
criminal offenses, collecting evidence, identifying offenders, and, once a
judicial investigation is opened, carrying out investigative tasks delegated
by the investigating judge.
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Chamber of indictment: a division of the court that rules on appeals
against orders or decisions issued during the course of a judicial
investigation. It also acts as a disciplinary jurisdiction for judicial police
officers and agents, and handles matters such as judicial rehabilitation,
judicial settlement, and the resolution of conflicts between investigating
judges
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Delay in performance : A document served by a judicial officer to the
debtor, instructing them to fulfill their obligation towards the creditor
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Right of retention : It is the right of the creditor to retain movable and
immovable property owned by the debtor if the deadline for payment has
passed and the debt has not been settled
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Simulated action: A lawsuit filed by creditors to annul apparent or
simulated acts carried out by the debtor in fraud and to the detriment of
their rights.
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Damage: The material or moral harm affects a person or their property.

The damage may result from the failure to fulfill an obligation, whether
contractual or legal, or from the commission of a crime
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Payment: it is the debtor’s fulfillment of the obligation owed to the
creditor. The performance may be a legal act or a material (physical) act

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Employment contract: an agreement by which a salaried person makes
their professional activity available to another person, the employer or
boss, who in return pays them a salary and holds authority over them.
There are two types of employment contracts: fixed-term contracts and
open-ended (permanent) contracts.
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Social services: within a company or organization, a set of non-mandatory
actions or institutions, independent of the employment contract, aimed at
improving the well-being of employees and their families (such as
canteens, holiday camps)
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Work certificate: upon the termination of the employment relationship, a
work certificate is issued to the employee, indicating the date of hiring, the
date of termination, as well as the positions held and the corresponding
periods.
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Work accident: an accident that occurs because of /or in connection with

work, to any salaried person, regardless of the location, and whether
working for one or multiple employers or business owners.

Conciliation board: any individual labor dispute must, before any legal

action is taken, be subject to a conciliation attempt before the conciliation
board.
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Commentary on a Court Ruling / Decision: refers to an analytical or
critical discussion of a court judgment, often written by legal scholars or
students to examine the reasoning, implications, and legal significance of
the decision.
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Legal Text Analysis: it is a process aimed at understanding and
interpreting the content of legal texts (such as constitutional provisions,
laws, or decrees) by examining their wording, linguistic structure,

legislative context, and the legislator’s intent. This analysis is considered
a fundamental tool in legal studies, as it allows for:

Determining the precise meaning of the text.
Understanding the scope to which the text applies.
Interpreting ambiguity or generality in the text is wording.

Identifying the relationship between different legal texts.
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Legal consultation: is a legal opinion provided by a person specialized in
law—such as a lawyer or legal advisor—to individuals, with the aim of
clarifying the legal status of a specific issue or proposing appropriate legal
solutions for it.
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United Nation :is an international organization established in 1945 after
World War Il to promote peace, security, human rights, social and
economic development, and cooperation among member states. It is
composed of member countries that work together to address global
challenges and foster diplomacy.
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Universal Declaration of Human Rights: (UDHR): refers to a document
or set of principles that outlines the fundamental human rights and
freedoms to which all individuals are entitled, regardless of nationality,
ethnicity, or religion. The most widely recognized version of this is the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights adopted by the United Nations in
1948.
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Diplomatic protection: efers to the legal protection that a state provides

to its nationals when they face harm or injustice in another country. This
protection involves the state taking diplomatic or legal action on behalf of
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its citizen, often through diplomatic channels or international legal bodies,
to ensure their rights are upheld.
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Free press: refers to the independence and freedom of media and
journalism from government censorship, political pressure, or corporate
control. It is the principle that journalists and media outlets have the right
to report news, express opinions, and share information without fear of
reprisal, interference, or legal consequences.
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International Amnesty Organization: is a global human rights
organization that works to protect individuals from human rights abuses
and promote justice, freedom, and equality. Founded in 1961, it is non-
governmental and operates in more than 150 countries, campaigning to
end violations such as torture, unfair imprisonment, and discrimination.
