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Definition : public international law is the body of legal rules that
organize the relationships among states and determine the rights and
duties of each at times of peace or of war.

Or : The body of legal rules which are binding upon states and other
international persons in their relations with one another.

2) Subjects of public international law:
The subject of public international law are :
1) The rules that indicate at time of peace and war.

2) The rules which organizing the relationships which relating to the
international institutions with each others.

3) The rules which organize the relationships with states and
individuals.
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
