* at the individual level : the individual- individual psychology- personal
reasons- greed- low level of morals-imitation

* at the societal level:

- on the political level= weak democratic chains — weak supervision — lack
of transparency — lack of political stability .

- at the legal and judicial level = legislative immorality —corruption of the
judiciary
- at the administrative bureaucratic level= administrative corruption —

- on the economic level = unemployment- poverty — low income — monopoly

- on the social level = weakness of civil society — weakness of
professionalism — spread of ignorance — low educational level
