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Definition of criminal law and its content

Criminal law is the set of rules established by the state to clarify what is
considered to be forbidden and what punishment is imposed on it. It is also
knows as legal rules that determine the policy of prohibition and punishment .as
well as how the state fulfills its right to punish in a way that guarantees the right
of the accused.
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Criminal law content

Criminal law content includes two types of rules : substantive rules and
procedural rules .

Substantive rules : it includes all the legal rules that define legally
punishable acts with reference to the general principles of criminal liability ,
general elements of the crime; liability requirements prescribed information and
crimes committed .

Procedural rules: the rules that regulates a judge’s intervention in suppressing
crimes within a judicial case that determine the steps and formalities that must
be followed , including the organization of the judicial authorities the filling of
public lawsuit and its enforcement and execution appealing judicial rulings and
decisions
